The Story As Body- Regarding Chou Jing Po
YOKOIJI, Akio”

Abstract

When the subject of Chou Jing Po has been discussed, it is
inevitable that cynicism of bias judgment may be imposed upon
no matter refutation has been made based on viewing Chou Jing
Po as a literary figure of Japanese emperor worshipper or
purposely emphasizing Chou’s Taiwan figure for the sake of
clearing his notorious reputation. Thus, it is imperative to
admit that Chou has taken great initiative towards the movement
of Japanese emperor worshipping at first. Then, more
discussions will be made towards problems evolved within
Chou’s literary pieces which will be considered as more
appropriate. Under such assumption, it is even more and more
obvious to take note of the genuine sense of distress of the
author himself in surpassing authors advocating Japanese
emperor worshipping and authors advocating opposition towards
Japanese. One of the special traits of Chou Jing Po’s pieces is
his insistence upon body experience as well as his acute
sensitivity towards issues of language. Should we come to
discuss the above-mentioned two points in depth, it is noticeable
that it is actually not feasible to categorize Chou as one with a
certain specifically set political position.

The purpose of this paper is to take reference to the body
experience theory of Hiroshi Ichikawa by locating the stories
written by Chou Jing Po. If Chou is treated as a Japanese
national, then, the body experience problems confronted by
Chou will even be extended to the body experience problem of
the author himself which is still full of contradictions and
confrontational ones. In this paper I make clear Chou’s
wandering spirit how to express in his literary pieces.
