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The discussion of Dazai Osamu’s “Omoide”:
the relation of Akutagawa Ryunosuke’s writings

Abstract

Dazai Osamu much loved Akutagawa’s writings during his high school and
Akutagawa’s suicide in July of 1927 had made a big impact on him. Because of the
impact, Dazai Osamu had made a great change of his attitude toward the life.
Therefore, Akutagawa influenced not only on Dazai Osamu’s real life but his writings
while took in large part in the forming of Dazai Osamu’s literary creation.

In view of above, in this dissertation, Dazai Osamu’s maiden work “Omoide” is
at issue and then we’ll discuss the relation of “Omoide” and “the first half of Daidouzi
Sinsuke life” by which Akutagawa described his first half of his life. Especially we
would like to focus on the confession of ‘lies’ and ‘secrets’ both in these two
workings. And through comparison of the different effort, we would analyze the
creation features of “Omoide” and realize the characteristics of the initial stage of
Dazai Osamu’s literary creation.

Through clarifying the influence of Akutagawa’s writings on Dazai’s creation
and discussing after the influence how Dazai created his won special creation features
while analyzing the characteristics of the initial stage of a writer’s creation, we could

further understand the substance of Dazaiosamu’s literary.
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
