Abstract

In this study, both works were published in 1921, such as “A strange story”
(1921.1) which was based on the First World War and the other one against the
background of the Sino-Japanese War was “Bizarre reunion” (1921.1.5 ~ 2.2) were
objects to explore “Stranger” elements presented in the works.

This study suggests that the meaning of “Strange” elements inside the two
works, are not as the first Institute pointed out that is just the Strange hobby of
Akutagawa, or the Inner anxiety of Akutagawa, or just as a criticism of current
affairs practices. | believe that the Akutagawa in these two works, but plagued by
phantom female spindle. He used the elements of “Strange” to reflect the wartime
love (adultery) problems. The purpose of this study is based on the above points to
unlock the “Strange” in the two works represent different meanings.
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
