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The teacher’s operation for improving the Japanese learners’
learning aspiration :
The investigation of the relation between the learning
condition and self-efficacy in the classroom

Abstract

This research is the investigation of the teachers’ actions for enhancing the
learners’ learning aspiration in the class. The result reflects that the vivacious and
happy situation with teachers’ affirmative identifications to the positive learners will
affect the learners’ self-efficacy positively. On the other hand, the result reveals that
the learning aspiration decreased because of the learners’ discouragement, and the
negative action from the teachers’ correction for the wrong methods of Japanese will
bring the negatively affected self-efficacy. Nevertheless, in the teachers’ action,
there is a possibility of the influence about learners’ study results, from the trend
reflecting that the learner who felt stronger self-efficacy, the better learning result
will be achieved. Therefore, It is important for the teachers to consider that the
factors of individual distinctions, and enhance the self-efficacy, by the experience of
overcoming the learning failure in the learners’ own power.
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
