Abstract

The basic function of NODA is to pass through a cognition process
and then show the background matter that suits the occasion. The uses of
NODA are more various than those of other modal markers. First of all,
this paper investigates the similarities and differences of uses of NODA
sentence in editorial genre and dialogue. As for uses, in the editorial
genre, the use for "instruction” that describes an incident in the third
person is often found. In dialogue, as people will sometimes mutter to
themselves, and speaker, listener, and third person all can become the
subject of NODA subject, sentence, so besides of the use for
"instruction” we can find other uses such as "discovery", "avowal",
determination” ,"imperatives™ and so on.

In addition, as regards the "instruction” use of NODA, the semantic
relationship between the NODA sentence and its context exists mainly in
the form of "causal relations", "different way of saying " and
correction" for both editorial and dialogue. In the editorial genre, NODA
has a conspicuous function as a means of paragraph division. On the
other hand, in dialogue, there are many cases of expressing the
psychological attitude of each speaker. Here, the use of NODA is not
concentrated on one topic as in editorial genre. Therefore, as it is hard to
specify context in dialogue, there are many NODA sentences in which its

se- semantic relations are unclear.
